d) Outline 4 events from their war record (from start to finish)

	Part 3.0
Extension Task 1
	Students are to look at their person’s history in context and develop a wider inquiry frame. They are to correlate the personal history with what was happening in the war in a wider context. Students should create a table that shows the activities taking place with the person with the war in general, e.g. name the battle that were happening, changes in military leadership or the introduction of new weapons, etc.

	Part 3.1

Extension Task 2
	Students are to search for pictures of the places, names of boats or houses that appear in the war records. Pictures are to be collated in an appendix. Each picture is given a caption and a reference.

Extension Task 3
	Students can support their research with images, information and fact & figures from history texts or websites. E.g. if the soldier fought at the Somme, the student is encouraged to support their research with sources such as maps, pictures of leaders, goals and tactics of the battle, statistics of the battle and information about the outcomes and significance.

	Part 4.0
Commemoration
	Students are encouraged to undertake a number of the commemoration activities.

· Include war poetry into the projects that exemplifies the soldier’s experience.
· Make an online dedication to their chosen soldier at the war memorial website.

· If the task is carried out around ANZAC or Remembrance Day, the biography and war story of a number of soldiers could be read at the service. This would be especially special if the soldier was a relative, ex-student of the school or local.
